Not Professional Advice ...

Although our volunteers may work in professional fields outside the church, when serving in
Biblical Guidance they are providing Biblically based insight, as it pertains to any Spiritual issue
presented. They do not provide the same type of professional service as when they function in their
professional capacities outside the church. Biblical Guidance is a “ministry” that provides insight from
the Word of God. All instruction provided is based solely on, and comes from Scripture. Our focus and
purpose is to deal with Spiritual Issues. Biblical Guidance offers short-term Biblical Guidance. All
exceptions beyond this must be approved through the office of the Biblical Guidance Administrator. All
contacts will the Biblical Guidance staff and/or any volunteers must be made through the office.

Confidentiality
Confidentiality is an important aspect of the Biblical Guidance process. The Biblical Guidance
Ministry will protect information accordingly. There are several situations, however, when it may be
necessary for us to share information with others when:
1) A staff/volunteer is uncertain how to address a particular problem and needs to seek advice
from another staff/minister/volunteer in this church;
2) We must comply with any and all applicable state and/or federal laws, such as those
dealing with abuse;
3) There is an indication that harm may come to the participant or someone else;
4) It is determined by the Biblical Guidance staff/volunteer that church authority has a need to
know;
5) A person persistently refuses to renounce a particular sin and it becomes necessary to seek
the assistance of others in the church to encourage repentance and reconciliation
(see Proverbs 15:22; 24: 11; Matthew 18:15-20);
6) A person attends another church and it is necessary for us to talk with his or her
pastor/staff regarding an issue which falls under any of the above.

Appointments

Individuals seeking Biblical Guidance are seen by appointment only. If you have scheduled an
appointment and cannot attend, please notify us 24 hours in advance so that someone else who is
waiting may have that appointment time.

Records/Information

Resolution of Difficulties

On rare occasions a conflict may develop between an individual and our Biblical Guidance
Ministry. In order to make sure that any such conflicts will be resolved in a Biblically faithful manner,
we require all individuals to agree that any dispute that arises with a volunteer or with this church as a
result of participation in the Biblical Guidance Ministry will be settled by mediation and, if necessary,
legally binding arbitration in accordance with the Rules of Procedure of the Institute for Christian
Conciliation and any judgment upon an arbitration award may be entered in any court having



jurisdiction. (We will be happy to provide you with booklets that explain the Christian conciliation
process and describe its benefits and procedures.)
